8th Avenue N, On Street Cycle Route Improvements
On Thursday, March 1, the City of Calgary Transportation Planning Department held an information session at Stanley Jones Elementary School, to share the City proposed plan and to gather ideas from the residents for 8 Avenue north between 1 Street West to 19 street East.  In the Mayland/Crossroads area, on 8 Avenue, between 16A Street and 19 Street, the City is proposing to remove parking on the north side of the road and install bicycle lanes.  Parking is proposed to remain on the south side of 8 Avenue.  This is part of the City’s commitment to encourage alternative modes of transportation and is part of a larger program that will see improvements to four on street bicycle routes that will:

1. Improve the cycling environment through a variety of measures like pavement markings and signage and;

2. Encourage more Calgarians to cycle.

Ward 3 is the largest ward by area and population in the City of Calgary.  It is imperative that constituents have an opportunity to express their comments to City Administration and their area Alderman.
