Deerfoot Trail Update

Work is underway to create a barrier along Deerfoot Trail between 16th Avenue North and Country Hills Boulevard.   After over a year of lobbying all three Ministers of Transportation, I am relieved to see this is finally happening.
Motorists should expect lane closures to affect both north and southbound Deerfoot Trail during non-peak hours. There will be no closures associated with this project between the peak driving hours of 6:30-9:30 a.m. and 3:00-6:30 p.m. Monday through Friday.  Officials say at least two lanes in each direction will remain open at all times. Crews will be repairing or replacing existing guardrails within the median and construction of a post-and-cable safety barrier system in the median between 16 Avenue North and Country Hills Boulevard. 

Construction begins almost one year after the province promised to make the road safer. Construction will continue until May 15th.

As I have stated many times in the past, public engagement is one of the most important aspects of the role of Alderman.  Therefore, I will be hosting another Open House in the community in April.  We will be at Bishop McNally High School on the 25th of April, along with many City departments to listen to your concerns as well as provide you with some pertinent information for the City of Calgary.
