Traffic Survey Update

The outcome definitely illustrates the need for traffic measures to be implemented.    The transportation department is looking at each and everyone and compiling a facts list.  Their department will notify our office when all the feedback has been compiled and delved into.  The next steps will be arranged by the Transportation Department and our Ward 3 Office.  We realize this is a very time-consuming process.  Encouraging news is that we have had more than 50 people requesting to volunteer to be committee members.  The traffic department will par down the applicants to a manageable more effective size.  You will be notified as soon as possible as to the upcoming details.  Together we should find some acceptable solutions to the concerns/problems you are presently experiencing.  
Property Taxes

Budget debates took place in the last week of November.  Two years ago, I made a commitment to my constituents of Ward 3 that I would not support any increase in Property Taxes of over 3%.
