Summer Student

Last month my office was able to secure a STEP (Summer Temporary Employment Program) grant from the Province, to hire a summer student. Vista Heights Affordable Housing Development
After extensive public consultation, I am pleased to announce that the Vista Affordable Housing Project was scheduled to go before Council on April 24 for first reading.  The Vista Grande housing development will contribute to the revitalization of the community, providing increased population which will support local businesses, school student enrolment needs and support for other community services. The development of affordable housing is a Council priority. The Corporate Affordable Housing Strategy identified a need for The City to create 600 units over three years. The Vista Grande Affordable Housing Project will contribute towards that goal.
