Message from Helene

On February 16th, I had the pleasure of attending the Annual 197th Scouts Banquet which recognizes the efforts of its volunteers.  With volunteers (from all communities north of McKnight) being the “lifeblood” of organizations such as the 197th Scouts, it was an honour to have presented awards to three very deserving individuals, who have put in over twenty years each, of giving up their time to better the lives of children and youth in our communities. NE Industrial ASP

The NE Industrial Area Structure Plan comprises approximately 1400 acres of land and a projected 1600 jobs.  The area is bounded by the Transportation Utility Corridor (TUC), containing the proposed Stoney Trail NE to the north, future industrial lands and the Calgary International Airport to the west, Airport Trail to the south and Metis Trail and a residential community to the east.  

On November 16, 2007, as part of the public engagement process, I encouraged our  Administration to hold an Open House in the North of McKnight communities so that residents would have the opportunity to see future development to the north and provide input.
NE Residential ASP
The first NE ASP comprises approximately 1538 acres of land and is bounded to the north by the Transportation Utility Corridor (TUC) containing the future Stoney Trail, to the south by the future Airport Trail, to the east by the future 60 Street and to the west by the future Metis Trail.  The Plan provides a “blueprint” for the future development of the area a community with a projected population of 22,000 to 25,000 residents.

At my urging, on March 28, 2007, the City of Calgary hosted an Open House at the Falconridge/Castleridge Community Centre to inform residents of this upcoming development.  It was nice to see the public out to see what the future holds north of the Saddle Ridge Community and to discuss their comments with them.
