Question of the month:

Please provide an update on the status of the northern leg of the LRT.  As our area is certainly one of the fastest growing, when can we expect LRT service to reach us?

Alderman Larocque:

Approved planning studies, including the Calgary Transportation Plan indicate the need for a high capacity transit service from north central Calgary area to the downtown.  City administration’s document indicate that an enhanced Bus Rapid Transit service on Centre Street, augmented by express and mainline bus services on the area’s major north/south roads, is capable of serving the expected transit demand in north central Calgary for at least the next twenty years.  The current BRT will be expanded and improved to provide service during all time periods.  Higher capacity articulated buses have been added this year.

Beyond the 1.25 population horizon, an LRT line will be needed to serve the combined volume of transit trips expected from the existing communities and the future residents who will live north of Stoney Trail.

City Council has directed Administration to conduct a comprehensive functional planning study to identify the details of the future North Central LRT line within the Nose Creek valley between Harvest Hills Boulevard/Beddington Trail and to connect to the downtown via the existing Northeast LRT line.  The study will incorporate land use, environmental and transit oriented development considerations.
