Northern Hills Newsletter (April 2007)

This month’s question of the Alderman is: 

“What can Northern Hills residents expect to see in the coming year for our community from the City of Calgary?”

There are a number of projects coming for the residents of Northern Hills which I will outline for you in this month’s newsletter submission.

Shaganappi/Beddington/Country Hills Widening Project

The SBC (Shaganappi/Beddington/Country Hills) Widening project is being undertaken in response to growth in the NW portion of the City.  It includes five sections of roadway improvements and an interchange at Beddington Trail and Country Hills Boulevard.  I have attended many of the Open Houses  and heard the concerns from the residents and had them addressed by our Project Management staff. Project Scope & Timeline

2007

Beddington Trail—Deerfoot Trail to Country Hills Boulevard: Includes widening Beddington Trail form four lanes to six lanes; Design is naring completion and construction is anticipated to begin this year.

Country Hills Boulevard—14 Street NW to Hamptons Drive/Edgebrook Boulevard: Includes widening Country Hills Boulevard from four lanes to six lanes; Design is compete and construction is anticipated to begin this year.

Country Hills Boulevard—Beddington Trail to 14 Street NW: Includes widening Country Hills Boulevard from four lanes to six lanes; Design is complete and construction is anticipated to begin this year.
Traffic Signals

There are a number of traffic signal lights on the way for the Northern Hills communities.  Below are a list of signal lights that are planned to be installed in the next year:
Country Village Road/Coventry Hills Way/Coventry Hills Way NE.

Country Hills Boulevard/Home Depot—Canadian Tire Driveway NE.

Coventry Hills Boulevard/Coventry Drive/Country Village Landing NE

96th Avenue Study

This roadway is classified as a Major Roadway within the City’s Transportation System Bylaw.  A preliminary alignment for 96 Avenue east to Deerfoot Trail was prepared during a prevision planning process.  The preferred alignment has 96 Avenue tying into the existing interchange at Deerfoot Trail.  The scope of this planning study will include confirmation of the preferred alignment for crossing Nose Creek and CPR mainline, as well as connecting adjacent roadways to 96 Avenue to determine the long term needs for capacity and access management.  

In addition a review of the requirements to upgrade the Deerfoot interchange will need to be completed.  Provisions for High Speed rail will also have to be taken into consideration.  96 Avenue is intended to be a future BRT route and as a result; transit requirements and stop locations will need to be identified.  The study will provide the overall plan for the long term as development along the corridor occurs and will ultimately serve as the foundation for the future.

On January 25 & March 8,  2007, I was able to attend both “Open Houses” to listen to the concerns of various stakeholders.  I will continue to participate in future meetings and Open Houses regarding this project.

Public Engagement
Ward 3 is the largest ward by area and population in the City of Calgary.  It is imperative that constituents have an opportunity to express their comments to City Administration and their area Alderman.

As part of the public engagement process, I will again be hosting a Ward 3 Open House at Bishop McNally High School on Wednesday, April 25, 2007 from 5:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.  At the event, there will be a number of City departments represented to answer community resident questions.  I will also make myself available to answer any questions you may have.  
I will also be hosting another Open House on the west side of Deerfoot Trail on May 30th, 2007 at Cardel Place.  I’m looking forward to meeting and listening to you on that evening.
