Installation of Deerfoot Trail Median

One of my initiatives will finally becoming to fruition.  There have been too many accidents and fatalities on Deerfoot Trail whereby vehicles are crossing the median and colliding with on-coming traffic.  As a result, I made a  Notice of Motion in Council, requesting the Province to conduct a Safety Review of Deerfoot Trail.  
The Alberta government will install a new barrier system on northern sections of the Deerfoot Trail to prevent vehicles from crossing the road's median into oncoming traffic.

Construction will start this spring on a new post-and-cable barrier system on Deerfoot Trail from 16 Avenue North to Country Hills Boulevard. This marks the first time such a system has been used on an Alberta road, though such systems are used in the United States.

The barrier system includes collapsing posts threaded by flexible steel cables. The system acts similar to a spider web in that a vehicle leaving the road gets caught in the barrier and stops before it has a chance to cross the median into oncoming lanes of traffic. Vehicles avoid the hard impact associated with a concrete barrier collision, resulting in less serious injuries to occupants and less damage to vehicles. The post-and-cable system also prevents vehicles from ricocheting back into traffic.
